Crime Prevention Advisory — Theft from Vehicle (Metal Storage Box)

Between the months of September 2008 and March 2009, several cases of theft from vehicle were
reported at URA’s Maritime and Seah Im Rd open carparks along Telok Blangah Road. The culprits had
targeted lorries or pick-ups installed with a metal storage box at the rear. They would force open the box
by damaging or cutting off the lock securing the box and steal construction tools such as hand drills,
electric saws/cutters ,etc. (see photos below for illustration of the metal storage box).

3 Police has since enhanced patrols and operations in the neighbourhood. You can prevent being
the next victim by adopting the following crime prevention measures:

a. Avoid leaving a large quantity of metallic items or tools overnight in your vehicle.

b. Consider installing a vehicular alarm system that could be triggered by vibrations.

c. Alternatively, you could also install a magnetic alarm system at the inner cover of the metal
box cover. These devices are available off-the-shelf for less than $10 at many hardware and DIY
shops.

d. Make distinctive labels or markings for your tools, to aid in investigations and recovery of the
tools if they are stolen.
