 Between April and early May 2010, there been have several cases of mischief 
reported within Tiong Bahru Estate. The victims had discovered their front gates 
tampered with super glue at the keyhole. As a result, the gate cannot be opened. In 
some cases, the unit was found to have a different padlock securing the gate.  
 
2 With intensive enquires and numerous operations conducted by officers from 
Central Police Division, the particulars of the suspect believed to be responsible for the 
mischievous acts were established and he is currently under Police investigation. 
 
3 While Police will continue to step up patrols at the estate, residents are advised 
to maintain vigilant, and look out for any suspicious characters loitering around your 
neighbourhood. If you spot any suspicious persons, do take note of their appearance, 
clothing, height, age or any other distinctive physical features and contact the Police 
immediately.
