Crime Prevention Advisory - Theft in Dwelling 
 

Recently, several cases of Theft in Dwelling were reported in Tampines 
Housing Estate. The culprit(s) will usually commit the act by taking valuables 
placed near the windows along the common corridors.  

  
2 The Police are currently investigating into these cases and have 
enhanced patrols at the affected locations. Meanwhile you can prevent your 
home from becoming the next target by adopting the following measures:  
 

- Do not place any valuables close to your windows along common 
corridors.  Keep them out of sight from passers-by; 

 
- Lock all the doors and windows when leaving your home 

unattended; 
 

- Secure your premises by using good quality locks; 
 

- Install a burglar alarm; 
 
- Refrain from keeping large amounts of cash and valuables at home.
