Explanatory notes
1. Firearms/Parts of Firearms

This is taken to refer to al firearms and component parts of firearms, including empty
magazines. Firearms here are taken to refer to functional firearms, capable of discharging
bullets. Air guns and air pistols, which fire pellets or shot capable of injury, are covered
under item 4. Any model or replica firearms that closely resemble real firearms and can
be used to frighten and intimidate are covered under item 28.

Item 1 includes antique firearms, firearms that are disguised (as pens, key chains or
mobile phones) and firearms that are concedled as parts of other weapons. Some
examples of these are included below:

2. LiveBullet/Blank —small calibre for revolver, pistol or rifle
3. LiveBullet/Blank — other than small caliber

This refers to functiona ammunition of all kinds. Pictures of different kinds of
ammunition are attached below. Live rounds can also be converted into good luck charms
such as key chains and necklaces. This item does not cover ammunition that has been
rendered safe. When ammunition is considered safe when it can no longer easily be fired,
i.e. spent casings, cartridges with the gunpowder drilled out, cartridges joined together to
form ornamental pieces. Such items are covered under item 8. Where the officers have
any doubt as to whether a cartridge has been rendered safe, it should be regarded as alive
round.

4. Air Pistol/Rifle or parts of Air Pistol/Rifle

Air pistols and air rifles used compressed air or gas to fire projectiles, such as pellets. The
force of projection is often enough to shatter windows, to kill small animals or to injure a
human being.

5. Airsoft Guns/BB Guns

6. Spear Gun/Crosshow

Both spear guns and crossbows operate on the same principle where a harpoon, bolt or arrow
is projected by gas or by an elastic material. Such weapons can cause serious injury if used on
aperson.

7. Explosive/Blasting cap/Dynamite/Detonators/Det-Cords

This refers to only to such items in their original form. If such items have been assembled
into any form of improvised explosive device, the procedures shall not apply.

8. Fireworks/Firecrackers

9. Spent/empty cartridges, bullets rendered * safe’

This category of items refers to cartridges that cannot easily be re-used. For example, spent
and empty cartridges or cartridges that have been converted into decorative usage in a manner
which makes them difficult to re-use as bullets. The latter includes model planes where
rounds have been welded onto the frame as bombs or necklaces where the round has been
drilled through. If there is doubt as to the potential use of such rounds, they should be treated
as live rounds under items 2 and 3.

10. Signal Flares
Such flares are often used as safety devices and produce both light and/or smoke (which

may be coloured). Signal flare pistols or flare guns should be treated like firearms in item
1.

These sprays typically come in aerosol cans and are widely available in other countries as
a self-defence measure.
